We are 

very grateful to all of these agencies for welcoming us and sharing invaluable experiences 

with us. We gave little and received so much! 

 

The youth and adults engaged in a variety of service: 

Breakfast was served to the homeless at òThe Gatheringó at St. James Episcopal Church. 

Volunteers served at the òRepairers of the Breach.ó Litter was collected and windows 

were washed. The ROB gave witness talks and shared what made them homeless. 

One gave a witness talk about the effects of addictions.. 

At the Catholic Worker house, we were:  

Scraped and painted a porch 

Primed and painted a playhouse 

At the Guest House, we painted, did some repairs, and an intense cleaning. 

At St Benõs we scrubbed the dining hall and walls. We promised to paint the dining hall 

next year. 

We had the opportunity to work at the United Community Center where we worked with 

those suffering with Alzheimerõs. We took them to their park and played various 

games with them.
