We have all experienced in our own lifetimes how our understanding of things changes as time 

progresses.  If that happens in the few years that we are alive, imagine how much more under-

standing of things can change over the hundreds of years of our life as the Church. 

 

One chief example of this is the understanding of the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick.  

In the New Testament Letter to James it says, ―Are there anyone sick 

among you?  Call the priests of the Church; let the priest pray over the 

sick person anointing them with oil in the name of the Lord.  The prayer 

made in faith will save the sick person. The Lord will raise them up and 

if they have committed any sins, they will be forgiven.ó (James 5, 13-

15).  Clearly aimed at people who are sick; but over hundreds of years 

the understanding gradually morphed into it being a Sacrament for the 

dying. We even began to call it ―Last Rites‖.  There were even rules 

about how close to death the person had to be for the Sacrament.   The 

Second Vatican Council sought to restore the original meaning and pur-

pose of the Sacrament and even restored it in name ―the Sacrament of 

the Anointing of the Sick‖. 

 

The Sacrament assures us in times of struggle—physical, psychological, 

addiction, etc.– that God is uniquely present to the oppressed.  God has 

not abandoned us —on the contrary, God is there in a special way to be strength, assurance 

and hope.  The end of the 23rd psalm says it so well, ―Even though I walk in this dark valley, I 

fear no evil for You, God, are at my side with Your rod and staff that give me courage.‖ 

 

Our cluster (St Mary, St James, Good Shepherd) are planning to have a day highlighting the 

Sacrament of the Sick in October.  The midday event is envisioned to have three parts: 1) edu-

cation/formation in understanding of the Sacrament,  2) social (perhaps a meal) and 3) the 

celebration of the Sacrament.

Last chance to sign up for heart screening, youth and adults 
Does your child participate in competitive sports? 

A heart condition known as HCM (hypertorphic cardiomyopathy) is one of 

the leading causes of sudden death among high school athletes.  This heart 

condition can strike without warning and occurs in 1 in 500 among the gen-

eral population.  Many high schools throughout the country are having their 

athletes screened for this heart condition.  Champion Hearts provides a sim-

ple, inexpensive ultrasound screening that will detect this condition and 

other heart abnormalities in less than 15 minutes.  This test saves lives; 

however, most insurance companies do not cover it.  Therefore, your stu-

dent will not be screened for this routinely during their pre-season physical.  

Champion Hearts will be here to give a pres-

entation, answer questions and have sign up 

for the test on July 11 at 9:45 AM in Daniels 

Hall.  The screening session will be on July 

24, from 1-4pm in the Chapel.  The cost is 

$35.   If there are any questions please call 

Cheryl at Good Shepherd on Tue or Thu or on 

my cell 252-305-4117 anytime.

ADULT CAROTID ARTERY SCREENING 
Along with the teenagers, we will also have 

information on July 11, 9:45 AM in Daniels 

Hall for adults.    There will be screening for 

carotid artery disease.  This is often a pre-curser to strokes.   It is not a rou-

tine test done by your physician.  Generally it is only done when there are 

symptoms.  Early detection of stroke risks is key to prevention.   Adults of all 

ages are encouraged to come and learn more about these key screenings 

that can possibly save your life or that of a loved one.  Screening day and 

time is July 24, from 1-4pm in the chapel at Good Shepherd Parish.    Any 

questions please call Cheryl at 262-305-4117.
