Young Adult Heart screening 
Does your child participate in com-

petitive sports? 

A heart condition known as HCM 

(hypertorphic cardiomyopathy) is 

one of the leading causes of sudden 

death among high school athletes.  

This heart condition can strike with-

out warning and occurs in 1 in 500 

among the general population.  

Many high schools throughout the 

country are having their athletes 

screened for this heart condition.  

Champion Hearts provides a simple, 

inexpensive ultrasound screening 

that will detect this condition and 

other heart abnormalities in less 

than 15 minutes.  This test saves 

lives, however most insurance com-

panies do not cover it.  Therefore 

your student will not be screened for 

this routinely during their pre-season 

physical.  Champion Hearts will be 

here to give a presentation, answer 

questions and have sign up for the 

test on July 11 at 9:45am in Daniels 

Hall.  The screening session will be 

on July 24, from 1-4pm in the 

Chapel.  The cost is $35.   If there 

are any questions, please call Cheryl 

at Good Shepherd on Tue or Thu or 

on my cell 252-305-4117 anytime.
