Every year | find myself thinking more about the significance of Lent, in part because | am asked about its
meaning by my two coming-of-age boys who have been taught to question the (theological) relevance of
church practice. Apart from that, there is the need to commit ourselves to further reflection simply because
of the progression of time in our lives. Most of us have come to realize (and perhaps have always known in-
tuitively) that Lent is more than a series of behaviors despite being educated otherwise.

| was fortunate to have been old enough to experience my own baptism and from that day forward felt com-
pelled (as we all do in varying degrees) to ponder all sorts of questions that informed my faith journey. |find
that the questions most important are those that surface during Christmas, Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and
Easter Sunday. For me, these questions lead to the confirmation that meaning is not derived from
"behaviors" at all, but rather the questions themselves as they unfold through lived experience. These ques-
tions are guideposts in helping us to measure progress in our journey to a fullness of life offered to us.

Each church season confronts us with critical theological questions. Knowing what they are depends on our
level of awareness and accumulated wisdom which allow us to 'see' the Spirit alive, informing, and inspiring
in our very midst. The question for us during this Lenten season may be seen in the words Jesus puts to us in
the following:

NAB Matthew 6:1 "(But) take care not to perform righteous deeds in order that people may see
them; otherwise, you will have no recompense from your heavenly Father. 2 When you give alms,
do not blow a trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets to
win the praise of others. Amen, | say to you, they have received their reward. 3 But when you give
alms, do not let your left hand know what your right is doing, 4 so that your almsgiving may be
secret. And your Father who sees in secret will repay you... When you fast, do not look gloomy
like the hypocrites. They neglect their appearance, so that they may appear to others to be fast-

ing.”

Every day | wonder why there is such a huge gap between what we think we believe and how we practice
what that is. The question is: “Do we want to be religious, or do we want to be authentic believers?” There is
a powerful caution in this text: even in practicing the most venerable elements of the ancient faith of Israel -
prayer, fasting, and almsgiving - we can be deceived into thinking we are doing the 'right thing' and on the
'right track'.

So how do we answer Jesus' warnings regarding religion for show? This seems almost an impossibility in our
harried culture where religion is very public, highly ritualized, where the very legitimacy of its foundations are
under relentless scrutiny.

For Jesus, real religion was not for public display, certainly not pretentious, and not for witnessing or postur-
ing. Itis an ironic message (put on the lips of Jesus) that Matthew gives us: an authentic example of religious
commitment has little to do with ritual, rather, it has everything to do with what we become, that is, what is
internalized through our practice of living and loving.

So | return to my original thought as we move through Lent (life); how do we reconcile the difference between
faith as we practice it and how the world is?
The answer depends on how we respond to the challenge put to us by Jesus. How do we allow ourselves to
experience the Spirit working in and through us? If we accept our practices as merely the things we need to
do, religion is rendered meaningless because it does not allow for the creativity of the Spirit to transform our
hearts into authentic believers.

The various people, different places, and historical periods of the Bible, especially the Old Tes-
tament, can often get as tangled up in our minds as the strings of Christmas tree lights! These
session will unveil the Bible’s basic themes—its “DNA” structure—which organize the biblical
books and their contents. The first session will focus on the Old Testament, while the second
session will delve into the New Testament. Through this process, we will discover that the bibli-
cal writings outline the two fundamental ways that we are “genetically” drawn into relationship
with the greatest mystery: God’s love.

Dr. Patrick Russell is Assistant Professor of Scripture studies at Sacred Heart School of Theol-
author of “The God Questions: What Forms and Shapes Us” (Liguori Publications, 2007) and

numerous articles on Scripture and spirituality. He is married to Stephanie and they have four
sons.
