The overwhelming majority of Ameri-

cans think the country's immigration 

policies need to be seriously over-

hauled. And despite protests against 

Arizona's stringent new immigration 

enforcement law, a majority of 

Americans support it, even though 

they say it may lead to racial profil-

ing.  

But the poll - conducted April 28 

through May 2 with 1,079 adults, 

and with a margin of sampling error 

of plus or minus three percentage 

points - suggests that Americans 

remain deeply divided about what to 

do. 

Our Immigration Study Group will be 

holding Peace Circles in the near 

future so we can come together to 

learn from each other and share our 

opinions on this topic.  We need all 

sides of the issue to be discussed so 

please consider joining us.  Dates 

will be forthcoming.
