You have recently lost a loved one and now you have to plan a memorial service or funeral. Where
do you start? A call to Good Shepherd is the best place to start. From the moment you meet with
Deacon Sandy and Sr. Joann, your worries diminish. They spend time listening to your needs and
help you to decide how to proceed. We here at Good Shepherd are blessed to have Deacon Sandy,
Sr. Joann and the NEW LIFE ministries to make the planning process go smoothly and the outcome
beautifully suited to the family’s needs.

Funeral Greeters: These members of our parish meet your family and friends at the entrance and
welcome them to our community.

8th Day Choir: These members of our parish bring the wonderful music, which is chosen by the
family, to the service. They rehearse for 30 minutes before the mass liturgy.

Funeral Baking Team: These members of our parish either bake or shop for desserts to be served at
the meal. They receive a phone call to help out and they drop their dessert off before the funeral.

Funeral Meal Prep Team: This group of parish members orders the food, picks it up, prepares and
sets out the tasty buffet. This is a group of approximately 10 people. One person calls the
volunteers, orders the food and oversees the set-up of the buffet. One person picks up the food and
delivers it to GS. A team of 6-8 people work together to prepare and set out the buffet.

Bereavement Ministry: Within a month of the service, a bereavement packet including a letter and
support materials is sent out by Cheryl Matusiak. At 6-8 weeks, she calls to check on the family.
These follow-ups continue for 12 months if there is a need.

These ministries reflect our Good Shepherd mission to live the Corporal Works of Mercy. None of
these ministries take a lot of time from the volunteers but they are a great source of comfort at a
time when a parish member needs our help. Besides, you get to spend time meeting and getting to
know other parishioners.
